· Annointed King (1:32; 2:4,11: 3:4,31; 4:18)
· Mighty Savior (1:31,47,69; 2:11,30,38: 3:6; 4:18)
· Suffering Servant (3:22)
· Righteous Judge (3:9,17)
· Son of Adam (3:38)
Why did He come?
· He came to bring salvation to his people in the forgiveness of their 
sins (1:77)
· Good news about Jesus should produce great joy in all who receive it (2:10)
Basic outline for Luke 4:14-30
I. Jesus Returns
· Jesus had grown up in Nazareth (Luke 2:4, 39, 51, 4:16; Matt 2:23, 
John 1:45,46)
· Jesus grew in favor with the people of Nazareth (2:52)
· Jesus returned after beginning His ministry in Galilee (4:16)
II. Jesus Reveals
· He was sent by God the Father (v18)
· Empowered by God the Spirit (v18)
· To proclaim good news of salvation to sinners (v18)
· To usher in the year of God’s favor (v 19; Jubilee, see Lev 25)
III. Jesus Rejected
· Religious people refuse to bow before Him as Lord
· Religious people refuse to admit their need for a Savior
